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Every sample POP has ever
processed (200+) from various
sources (ie. dolphin digestive

tracts, animal scat, marine and
freshwater, beach sediment, etc.)
has contained microplastics.

Polyethylene (PE) and
polyefhyrene terephthalate (PET)
were the most commonly found

plastics from water samples
collected from the Neuse River.
PE is found in food packaging
while PET is used in tabrics such
as clothing, upholstery, and
carpeting.
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Some solutions to plastic
pollution are arising in the form
of innovative technology, like
seabins and trash trouts, surface
marine debris collectors.
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Sea turtle nest sediments from
2020 contained microfibers
made of PET, Acrylic, and Nylon
